By recycling over 14,500 pounds of aluminum alone, they have saved over 109,000 kilowatts of electricity and conserved over 11,500 gallons of gas.  

“The Outrigger Enterprises Group has raised the bar for others in the industry to adopt greener, more sustainable practices.  Since the very beginning, Outrigger management and their teams have been committed to making recycling work, and have created a win-win situation for all involved by directing the funds towards charitable causes,” stated Telfer.
