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National Kidney Foundation of Hawaii Named  

2010 Green Leaders Award Winner
Honolulu, HI-In an effort to recognize outstanding businesses, groups and individuals in Hawaii who are protecting and preserving our natural resources through recycling, Reynolds Recycling once again awarded their Annual Green Leaders Award on America Recycles Day, November 15, 2010. 
This year’s honoree is the National Kidney Foundation of Hawaii (NKFH), which has been providing Hawaii residents and businesses with recycling options since it was founded in 1988.  From cars, boats, gently used clothing and small household items, or more recently HI-5 beverage containers, NKFH has been making it possible for Hawaii residents to recycle while supporting a worthy cause.  
“We are honored to recognize the National Kidney Foundation of Hawaii as our 2010 Green Leaders Award Winner.  Their commitment to sustainable fundraising strategies is to be commended, and it has been an honor for us to partner with them to provide free and convenient curbside recycling options on Oahu, and now on the island of Maui,” stated Terry Telfer, President of Reynolds Recycling.  
Every November 15th, the nation celebrates America Recycles Day, with millions across the country pledging to increase their recycling both at home and at work.  Since 1997, America Recycles Day has been the only nationally recognized day dedicated to the promotion of recycling in the United States, and Reynolds Recycling’s Annual Green Leaders Award Program has become one of the highlights of this day in Hawaii.   
“Each week, NKFH removes tens of thousands of HI-5 beverage containers from our waste stream, preserving the life of our landfills while raising funds to save lives in the fight against kidney disease. Their dedication to recycling everything from the smallest beverage container to the largest car has created a win-win situation for Hawaii’s natural resources and all of the people they serve,” stated Telfer.  

In Hawaii, 1 in 7 individuals are at serious risk or have Chronic Kidney Disease (CKD).  This is 30% higher than other states, with Native Hawaiian, Pacific Islander, Japanese and Filipino populations at increased risk for CKD.  NKFH provides comprehensive prevention and support services to kidney patients and their families, and has been a local and national leader in organ donation awareness and advocacy.  
Reynolds Recycling is a locally owned and operated company that has been Helping Hawaii Recycle for over 29 years.  In that time, they have paid Hawaii residents over $150 million for their recyclables, with over $2.8 million going to schools and nonprofit organizations to help them raise much needed funds.  
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
